The salient Features of the Kluznickian Calendar are:
· Simplicity, order, and regularity.

· Geocentric civil calendar.

· It is a perpetual calendar, the same every year except leap years.

· Monthly calendars are identical except for December.

· 13 Months per year.

· 28 days (4 weeks) per month except for December which normally has 29 days but has 30 days on leap years.

· These "extra" days are at the very end of the year which leaves the preceding 364 days unaffected and invariant from year to year.

· 7 days per week except the last week of the year which will normally have 8 days but will have 9 days on leap years.

· The 1st of January is always a Monday.

· The 1st of every month is a Monday.

· The 1st day of the week is Monday. (Therefore, Saturday and Sunday will be side by side at the end of the week.)

· The winter solstice shall occur on 1 January. Leapdays shall be added or omitted accordingly. Alternatively, the spring equinox could be constrained to always occur on the 8th of April (or 1 January) as per p.s. #3.

· The winter and summer solstice and the spring and fall equinox are national holidays along with Presidents, Memorial, and Independence days. (See p.s. #3)

· Business (and school) quarters start on a Monday on the day of a solstice or equinox. (See p.s. #3)

· 13 weeks per quarter (3 months + 1 week). Note that 12 month calendars also have 13 weeks per quarter.

· The 29th and 30th of December are part of an extended weekend, not a part of the workweek.
